Always more widespread thanks to the variety of wood species on the market and to the over-refined finishings, the
supply is always wider.

Each wood specie shows its own colour and fibre, each ot has its own aesthetic features that may vary due to the
area of origin.

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Seasoning and drying

The seasoning can also occur outdoor

They lower their moisture content

The drying process takes place in the hot blast kilns

They tend to eliminate the deformations (shrinking bulges)

They allow to tend to the huygroscopic balance

QOutdoor seasoning duration depends on the wood type and thickness:
Hard Woods: Approximately 12 months per cm thickness

Soft Woods: Approximately 6 maonths per cm thickness.
